Visiting reciprocal Members are entitled to apply for Passes into the WACA
Members Enclosure for the KFC Twenty20 International, Tour Match, days 4/5
of the Vodafone Ashes Test Match, Commonwealth Bank One Day
International and all domestic matches played at the WACA Ground.
Restrictions, fees and Pass limits will apply for some matches and these are
outlined in this document.
