OVERSEAS MEMBERSHIP GUIDELINES

QUALIFICATION & APPLICATION

A member must reside outside Australia for a minimum three-month period before making application to the
club and intend to reside overseas for at least 12 months (which includes three month qualification period).

An application must be made after the three-month period personally by the member from overseas via the
attached application form. To be eligible for the current membership season (September 1 — August 31) the
member must be residing overseas prior to the start of the season (September 1). The application MUST BE
SENT VIA POST OR FAX FROM OVERSEAS and must be accompanied by the following information:

A Notification of an overseas residential address and preferred address for mailing purposes (can be
¢/- Australian address).

A Date of departure from Australia and estimated return date.

A Documentation proving the member’s departure date from Australia/arrival overseas, i.e. itinerary,
utility bill, lease or residential agreement, employment agreement, etc.

PAYMENT OF YOUR OVERSEAS MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL

All Overseas subscription payments MUST BE SENT DIRECTLY TO THE CLUB BY POST OR FAX from
overseas. The annual renewal notice will have a space to enter your credit card details to send back to the club
for processing. Alternatively, the renewal notice can be returned with a cheque made payable from an
Australian bank account in Australian dollars. All Overseas members with an Australian postal address must
arrange to have their renewal notice forwarded to them overseas. Payment will not be accepted if sent to the
club from within Australia.

Please note: Automated payments via the MCC website, the Pay by Phone service, and BPAY are NOT
available to Overseas members, these restrictions confirms that the member is still residing overseas.

RECIPROCAL PRIVILEGES (Full members only)

Reciprocal rights are only available to Full members on a short visit to another country (not exceeding three
months) and preclude those members residing in the country of the club they wish to visit.

RETURNING TO AUSTRALIA

An Overseas member who returns permanently to Australia must notify the club in writing (email, post or fax)
or visit the Membership Services Office located inside Gate 2 of the MCC Members Entrance at the MCG.

An Overseas member returning permanently to Australia will be required to pay a pro-rata subscription fee in
order to activate their membership for the remainder of the membership season. This fee is calculated based on
the month of return. Once payment of the pro-rata subscription has been made their photo ID membership
card will be re-activated.
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VISITING THE CLUB - ENTRY ENTITLEMENTS

As an Overseas member, all entry rights are suspended, and your photo ID membership card is invalid for:

1 Entry into the MCC Members Reserve
1 Purchasing visitor tickets
1 Entering the Grand Final reserved seat ballot for Full members

An Overseas member shall be eligible for admittance to the club’s facilities on the provision that their return
visit to Australia does not exceed six consecutive weeks. An itinerary showing the member’s arrival to and

departure from Australia will need to be presented by the member as proof of the length of their short stay.

Overseas members returning on a short stay can have their photo ID membership card activated by either:

A Faxing through their itinerary leading up to their visit to +61 3 9650 5682, or emailing the club at
membership@mcc.org.au

A Visiting the Membership Services Office, located just inside Gate 2 of the MCG, on a non-event
day and presenting your itinerary

A Visiting the Membership Services Windows, located to the left of Gate 2 outside the MCG, on a

match day and presenting your itinerary.

Please note: A member will need to have their photo ID membership card activated before they are able to
purchase visitor tickets through Ticketek. Visitor tickets are subject to availability and members are
encouraged to pre-purchase to avoid disappointment on match day.

AFL HOME AND AWAY SEASON

Overseas members returning for the AFL home and away season will have full access to the club’s facilities
provided your return does not exceed six weeks. Payment of the current season’s subscription fee is required
before being admitted entry.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

1 Visitor tickets for the AFL home and away season go on-sale prior to the start of each season
1  All ticketing for the AFL home and away season can be obtained by:
1 Visiting our Membership Services Windows at Gate 2 on a match day (subject to availability)
1 Purchasing in advance at the Membership Services Office (open Monday to Friday, 9.00am to
5.00pm)
1 Or following the activation of your photo Id membership card, visiting the Ticketek website
(www.ticketek.com.au) and entering the barcode from your membership card.
1 Members will not be able to purchase visitor tickets unless they have activated their membership card
for entry.

Members will not be admitted to the Reserve if they have not obtained their photo ID membership card.
Members who have yet to complete this process should contact Membership Services immediately to obtain an
application form.
